This week we take our last look at media and the powerful influence it is having on 

our children. So far we have briefly discussed television, advertising, and movies. 

This week weôll take a brief look at the music industry. 

 

The music industry was one of the first mediums to get the attention of parents when 

people like Bob Larson and the brother team of Dan and Steve Peters begin to 

unmask in the 1980's what was happening in the music industry. Many of today's 

baby boomer parents at one time or another  may have attended a seminar or youth 

group event in which the Peters Brothers (Truth About Rock) or another similar 

ministry would shock parents and students as the lyrics of the popular music and the 

values being preached by the rock stars was unveiled. Unfortunately not much has 

changed as much of the music industry continues to preach a godless and immoral 

world view and our youth are listening to it up to six hours a day (The Emerging 

Generation).
